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Today’s Gospel gives us some sayings of Jesus which helps us to 
become disciples of Christ in very practical way. It is good to 
reflect on what Jesus says at the end of the Gospel. “A good 
person out of the store of good things in his heart produces good, 
but an evil person of the store of evil produces evil, for the 
fullness of the heart the mouth speaks” (LK 4/45). Today’s 
Gospel offers much food for thought both for Parents who are 
the first teachers of faith for their children.  Jesus asks,” Can a 
blind person guide a blind person?” (LK 4/40) and he says, “The 
fully trained disciples will be like his teacher” (4/43). These are 
thoughts for reflection. How do I grow in my knowledge of the 
Catholic faith and grow in my relationship with God? It is very 
important to realize my crucial role as Primary teacher of faith to 
my child. Also, we need to ask for help and wisdom of the Holy 
Spirit for fulfilling this task. It is good to involve the family in 
Gospel reflection.  What does it mean, “to bear good fruit”? 
Bearing good fruit means telling the truth, sharing God’s love 
with others and doing good for others.   We must know that the 
Bible mentions nine examples of bearing fruits of the Holy 
Spirit.   Those are love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, 
generosity, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control. When we 
see our children are growing up with theses virtues, we parents 
are very happy.

Es bueno incluir a la familia en la 
reflexión del Evangelio. Que quiere decir esto? Dar buen fruto 
dar buen fruto es decir la verdad, compartiendo el amor de Dios 
con otros y haciendo el bien para otros.  
Debemos saber que la Biblia menciona nueve ejemplos de frutos 
que llevan el Espíritu Santo.   Son el amor, la alegría, la paz, la 
paciencia, la bondad, la generosidad, la fidelidad, la gentileza y 
el autocontrol. Cuando vemos que nuestros hijos crecen con 
estas virtudes, los padres somos muy felices.
